Requirements for Advisees:

o Out-of-House: The student must visit a visual art gallery or attend an event that relates
to the visual fine arts, i.e. Installations or performance works that are sculptural can be
accepted. Completed Worksheet and Proof of Attendance Required, i.e. ticket stub
or pamphlet with signature!

One In-House and one Out-of-House experience is required each nine-weeks, and will

correspond to the student’s Participation grade.

Policies:
